(c) CALENDAR YEAR 2008.—16

(A) by striking ‘‘0.14%’’ and inserting 21

‘‘0.38%’’; and 22

(B) by striking ‘‘On or before 12/31/2007’’ 23

and inserting ‘‘On or before 12/31/2008’’. 24
