Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘U.S.S. Oklahoma Me-4

morial Act of 2005’’. 5

SEC. 2. ESTABLISHMENT OF MEMORIAL TO U.S.S. OKLA-6

HOMA. 7

(a) IDENTIFICATION OF SITE FOR MEMORIAL.—The 8

Secretary of the Interior, in consultation with the Sec-9

retary of the Navy, shall identify an appropriate site on 10
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Ford Island, Hawaii, for the location of a memorial to the 1

U.S.S. Oklahoma, which was sunk during the attack on 2

Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941. 3

(b) ESTABLISHMENT AND ADMINISTRATION.—After 4

the site for the memorial is identified under subsection 5

(a), the Secretary of the Interior shall establish and ad-6

minister a memorial to the U.S.S. Oklahoma as part of 7

the USS Arizona Memorial, a unit of the National Park 8

System, in accordance with the laws and regulations appli-9

cable to lands administered by the National Park Service. 10

(c) MEMORIALIZATION PLAN.—Not later than one 11

year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Sec-12

retary of the Interior shall submit to Congress a memori-13

alization plan for the portion of Pearl Harbor where 14

United States naval vessels were attacked on December 15

7, 1941. The Secretary of the Interior shall prepare the 16

plan in consultation with the Secretary of the Navy.17
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
