Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

All land and interests in land in the State of Alaska 6

conveyed by the Federal Government under the Alaska 7

Native Claims Settlement Act (43 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.) 8

to a Native Corporation and reconveyed by that Native 9

Corporation, or a successor in interest, in exchange for 10

any other land or interest in land in the State of Alaska 11

and located within the same region (as defined in section 12

9(a) of the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43 13

U.S.C. 1608(a)), to a Native Corporation under an ex-14

change or other conveyance, shall be deemed, notwith-15

standing the conveyance or exchange, to have been con-16

veyed pursuant to that Act. 17

SEC. 107. MISSISSIPPI BAND OF CHOCTAW TRANSPOR-18

TATION REIMBURSEMENT. 19

The Secretary of the Interior, acting through the Bu-20

reau of Indian Affairs, shall accept funds from the State 21

of Mississippi and deposit such funds in trust account 22

number PL7489708 at the Office of Trust Funds Man-23

agement for the benefit of the Mississippi Band of Choc-24

taw Indians, as set forth in the agreement executed by 25

the Mississippi Department of Transportation on June 7, 26
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2005, and by the Mississippi Band of Choctaw Indians 1

on June 2, 2005. Thereafter, the tribe may draw down 2

these moneys from this trust account by resolution of the 3

Tribal Council, pursuant to Federal law and regulations 4

applicable to such accounts. 5

SEC. 108. INDIAN PUEBLO LAND ACT AMENDMENTS. 6

The Act of June 7, 1924 (43 Stat. 636, chapter 331), 7

is amended by adding at the end the following: 8

‘‘SEC. 20. CRIMINAL JURISDICTION. 9

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Except as otherwise provided by 10

Congress, jurisdiction over offenses committed anywhere 11

within the exterior boundaries of any grant from a prior 12

sovereign, as confirmed by Congress or the Court of Pri-13

vate Land Claims to a Pueblo Indian tribe of New Mexico 14

shall be provided in this section. 15

‘‘(b) JURISDICTION OF THE PUEBLO.—The Pueblo 16

has jurisdiction, as an act of the Pueblos inherent power 17

as an Indian tribe, over any offense committed by a mem-18

ber of the Pueblo or an Indian, as defined in section 201 19

of the Act of April 11, 1968 (25 U.S.C. 1301), or by any 20

other Indian-owned entity. 21

‘‘(c) JURISDICTION OF THE UNITED STATES.—The 22

United Sates has jurisdiction over any offense described 23

in chapter 53 of title 18, United States Code, committed 24

by or against an Indian as defined in section 201 of the 25
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Act of April 11, 1968 (25 U.S. C. 1301) or any Indian- 1

owned entity, or that involves any Indian property or in-2

terest. 3

‘‘(d) JURISDICTION OF THE STATE OF NEW MEX-4

ICO.—The State of New Mexico shall have jurisdiction 5

over any offense committed by a person who is not a mem-6

ber of a Pueblo or an Indian tribe, as defined in section 7

201 of the Act of April 11, 1968 (25 U.S.C. 1301) which 8

offense is not subject to the jurisdiction of the United 9

States.’’. 10

TITLE II—INDIAN LAND LEASING 11

SEC. 201. PRAIRIE ISLAND LAND CONVEYANCE. 12

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of the Army shall 13

convey all right, title, and interest of the United States 14

in and to the land described in subsection (b), including 15

all improvements, cultural resources, and sites on the land, 16

subject to the flowage and sloughing easement described 17

in subsection (d) and to the conditions stated in subsection 18

(f), to the Secretary of the Interior, to be— 19

(1) held in trust by the United States for the 20

benefit of the Prairie Island Indian Community in 21

Minnesota; and 22

(2) included in the Prairie Island Indian Com-23

munity Reservation in Goodhue County, Minnesota. 24
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(b) LAND DESCRIPTION.—The land to be conveyed 1

under subsection (a) is the approximately 1290 acres of 2

land associated with the Lock and Dam #3 on the Mis-3

sissippi River in Goodhue County, Minnesota, located in 4

tracts identified as GO–251, GO–252, GO–271, GO–277, 5

GO–278, GO–284, GO–301 through GO–313, GO–314A, 6

GO–314B, GO–329, GO–330A, GO–330B, GO–331A, 7

GO–331B, GO–331C, GO–332, GO–333, GO–334, GO– 8

335A, GO–335B, GO–336 through GO–338, GO–339A, 9

GO–339B, GO–339C, GO–339D, GO–339E, GO–340A, 10

GO–340B, GO–358, GO–359A, GO–359B, GO–359C, 11

GO–359D, and GO–360, as depicted on the map entitled 12

‘‘United States Army Corps of Engineers survey map of 13

the Upper Mississippi River 9-Foot Project, Lock & Dam 14

No. 3 (Red Wing), Land & Flowage Rights’’ and dated 15

December 1936. 16

(c) BOUNDARY SURVEY.—Not later than 5 years 17

after the date of conveyance under subsection (a), the 18

boundaries of the land conveyed shall be surveyed as pro-19

vided in section 2115 of the Revised Statutes (25 U.S.C. 20

176). 21

(d) EASEMENT.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Corps of Engineers 23

shall retain a flowage and sloughing easement for 24

the purpose of navigation and purposes relating to 25
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the Lock and Dam No. 3 project over the portion of 1

the land described in subsection (b) that lies below 2

the elevation of 676.0. 3

(2) INCLUSIONS.—The easement retained under 4

paragraph (1) includes— 5

(A) the perpetual right to overflow, flood, 6

and submerge property as the District Engineer 7

determines to be necessary in connection with 8

the operation and maintenance of the Mis-9

sissippi River Navigation Project; and 10

(B) the continuing right to clear and re-11

move any brush, debris, or natural obstructions 12

that, in the opinion of the District Engineer, 13

may be detrimental to the project. 14

(e) OWNERSHIP OF STURGEON LAKE BED UNAF-15

FECTED.—Nothing in this section diminishes or otherwise 16

affects the title of the State of Minnesota to the bed of 17

Sturgeon Lake located within the tracts of land described 18

in subsection (b). 19

(f) CONDITIONS.—The conveyance under subsection 20

(a) is subject to the conditions that the Prairie Island In-21

dian Community shall not— 22

(1) use the conveyed land for human habitation; 23

(2) construct any structure on the land without 24

the written approval of the District Engineer; or 25
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(3) conduct gaming (within the meaning of sec-1

tion 4 of the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act (25 2

U.S.C. 2703)) on the land. 3

(g) NO EFFECT ON ELIGIBILITY FOR CERTAIN 4

PROJECTS.—Notwithstanding the conveyance under sub-5

section (a), the land shall continue to be eligible for envi-6

ronmental management planning and other recreational or 7

natural resource development projects on the same basis 8

as before the conveyance. 9

(h) EFFECT OF SECTION.—Nothing in this section 10

diminishes or otherwise affects the rights granted to the 11

United States pursuant to letters of July 23, 1937, and 12

November 20, 1937, from the Secretary of the Interior 13

to the Secretary of War and the letters of the Secretary 14

of War in response to the Secretary of the Interior dated 15

August 18, 1937, and November 27, 1937, under which 16

the Secretary of the Interior granted certain rights to the 17

Corps of Engineers to overflow the portions of Tracts A, 18

B, and C that lie within the Mississippi River 9-Foot 19

Channel Project boundary and as more particularly shown 20

and depicted on the map entitled ‘‘United States Army 21

Corps of Engineers survey map of the Upper Mississippi 22

River 9-Foot Project, Lock & Dam No. 3 (Red Wing), 23

Land & Flowage Rights’’ and dated December 1936. 24
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SEC. 202. AUTHORIZATION OF 99-YEAR LEASES. 1

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subsection (a) of the first section 2

of the Act of August 9, 1955 (25 U.S.C. 415(a)), is 3

amended in the second sentence: 4

(1) by inserting ‘‘the reservation of the Confed-5

erated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation,’’ 6

before ‘‘the Burns Paiute Reservation,’’; 7

(2) by inserting ‘‘the’’ before ‘‘Yavapai-Pres-8

cott’’; 9

(3) by inserting ‘‘the Muckleshoot Indian Res-10

ervation and land held in trust for the Muckleshoot 11

Indian Tribe,’’ after ‘‘the Cabazon Indian reserva-12

tion,’’; 13

(4) by inserting ‘‘lands held in trust for the 14

Fallon Paiute Shoshone Tribes,’’ before ‘‘lands held 15

in trust for the Pueblo of Santa Clara’’; 16

(5) by striking ‘‘and the lands comprising the 17

Moses Allotment Numbered 10, Chelan County, 18

Washington,’’ and inserting the following: ‘‘and the 19

lands comprising the Moses Allotment Numbered 8 20

and the Moses Allotment Numbered 10, Chelan 21

County, Washington’’; and 22

(6) by inserting ‘‘land held in trust for the 23

Yurok Tribe, land held in trust for the Hopland 24

Band of Pomo Indians of the Hopland Rancheria,’’ 25

after ‘‘Pueblo of Santa Clara,’’. 26
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(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 1

subsection (a) shall apply only to any lease entered into 2

or renewed after the date of the enactment of this Act. 3

SEC. 203. INDIAN REORGANIZATION ACT AMENDMENT. 4

Notwithstanding section 17 of the Act of June 18, 5

1936 (25 U.S.C. 477; commonly known as the ‘‘Indian 6

Reorganization Act’’) the Paskenta Band of Nomlaki Indi-7

ans is granted 99-year lease authority over its reservation 8

land. 9
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
