SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘DNA Database Com-4

pletion Act of 2005’’. 5
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SEC. 2. AUTHORIZATION OF DNA BACKLOG GRANTS AT 1

NATE BACKLOG AND OBTAIN DNA SAMPLES 3

Subsection (j) of section 2 of the DNA Analysis 6

Backlog Elimination Act of 2000 (42 U.S.C. 14135) is 7

amended to read as follows: 8

‘‘(j) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There 9

are authorized to be appropriated to the Attorney General 10

for grants under subsection (a)— 11

‘‘(1) for grants under paragraph (1) of such 12

subsection, $100,000,000 for each of fiscal years 13

2005 through 2009; and 14

‘‘(2) for grants under other paragraphs of such 15

subsection, $151,000,000 for each of fiscal years 16

2005 through 2009.’’. 17
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
