This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Amateur Radio Emer-4

gency Communications Consistency Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. TREATMENT OF PRIVATE LAND USE RULES AS 6

LOCAL REGULATION. 7

For purposes of the Federal Communications Com-8

mission’s regulation relating to station antenna structures 9

in the amateur radio services (47 CFR 97.15), any private 10
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land use rules applicable to such structures shall be treat-1

ed as a State or local regulation and shall be subject to 2

the same requirements and limitations as a State or local 3

regulation. 4
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
