A BILL

To direct the Director of the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency to convey an easement to St. Liouis County,
Missouri, for the construction, operation, and mainte-
nance of a road in Lemay, Missouri.

1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. CONVEYANCE OF EASEMENT.

(a) CONVEYANCE.—Not later than September 1,

2006, the Director of the Federal Emergency Manage-

ment Agency shall convey to St. Louis County, Missouri,

without consideration, an irrevocable and perpetual ease-
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ment over the property described in subsection (b) for use
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in the construction, operation, and maintenance of a road
in Lemay, Missouri.

(b) PROPERTY DESCRIPTION.—The easement to be
conveyed under subsection (a) shall apply with respect to
approximately 0.45 acres and 520 linear feet and is the
route identified as the “FEMA” route in the document
entitled “Liemay Connector Road for Long-Term Recov-
ery, Recreational Enhancements, & Community, & Eco-
nomic Development”’, dated June 1, 2006, on file with the
Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the

House of Representatives.
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
