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“(M) TWO-YEAR SSI EXTENSION THROUGIH

FISCAL YEAR 2008.—
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“(1) IN GENERAL.—With respect to
eligibility for benefits for the specified Fed-
eral program described in paragraph
(3)(A), the 7-year period described in sub-
paragraph (A) shall be deemed to be a 9-
year period during fiscal years 2006
through 2008.

“(i1)  ALIENS WIOSE BENEFITS

CEASED IN PRIOR FISCAL YEARS.

“(I) IN GENERAL.—DBeginning on
the date of the enactment of the SSI
Extension for Elderly and Disabled
Refugees Act, any qualified alien ren-
dered ineligible for the specified Fed-
eral program described in paragraph
(3)(A) during fiscal years prior to fis-
cal year 2006 solely by reason of the
termination of the 7-year period de-

seribed in subparagraph (A) shall be
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eligible for such program for an addi-
tional 2-year period in accordance
with this subparagraph, if such alien
meets all other eligibility factors
under title XVI of the Social Security
Act.

“(II) PAYMENT OF BENEFITS.
Benefits paid under subparagraph (I)
shall be paid prospectively over the
duration of the qualified alien’s re-
newed eligibility.”.
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
