Whereas under the guidance of Coach Gregg Popovich, the
Spurs’ Tim Duncan, Manu Ginobili, Tony Parker, Robert
Horry, Bruce Bowen, Nazr Mohammed, Brent Barry,
Beno Udrih, Rasho Nesterovie, Glenn Robinson, Devin
Brown, and Tony Massenburg played valiantly to bring
the NBA trophy back home to San Antonio;

Whereas congratulations are due as well to the Spurs’ own-

ers, Peter and Julianna Holt, and all of the other people

in the Spurs’ organization.

Whereas Tim Duncan was for the third time named the

finals’ Most Valuable Player following the Spurs’ victory;
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Whereas Coach Grege Popovich is only one of two active
coaches to win three championship titles and only the

fifth in league history; and

Whereas San Antonio has the best hometown crowd in the
league and the Alamo City is the perfect setting for a

championship celebration: Now, therefore, be it
