RESOLUTION 
Recognizing the importance and positive contributions of 

chemistry to our everyday lives and supporting the goals 

and ideals of National Chemistry Week. 

Whereas chemistry is at the core of every technology we ben-

efit from today; 

Whereas the power of the chemical sciences is what they cre-

ate as a whole; an enabling infrastructure that delivers 

the foods, fuels, medicines, and materials that are the 

hallmarks of modern life; 

Whereas the contributions of chemical scientists and engi-

neers are central to technological progress and to the 

health of many industries, including the chemical, phar-

maceutical, electronics, agricultural, automotive, and 
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aerospace sectors, and these contributions boost economic 

growth, create new jobs, and improve our health and 

standard of living; 

Whereas the American Chemical Society, the world’s largest 

scientific society, founded National Chemistry Week in 

1987 to educate the public, particularly elementary and 

secondary school children, about the role of chemistry in 

society and to enhance students’ appreciation of the 

chemical sciences; 

Whereas National Chemistry Week is a community-based 

public awareness campaign conducted by more than 

10,000 volunteers in all 50 States, the District of Colum-

bia, and Puerto Rico; 

Whereas National Chemistry Week volunteers from United 

States industry, government, secondary schools, and in-

stitutions of higher education reach and educate millions 

of children through hands-on science activities in local 

schools, libraries, and museums; 

Whereas the theme of National Chemistry Week in 2005, 

‘‘The Joy of Toys’’, was chosen to emphasize the chem-

istry involved in the creation and production of toys and 

the role that chemistry has played in new material devel-

opment that has helped to make toys safer and more du-

rable; and 

Whereas in recognition of National Chemistry Week, volun-

teers across the United States will teach children about 

the chemistry involved with the materials, function, and 

properties of toys during the week beginning October 16, 

2005: Now, therefore, be it
