
H. Res. 71

In the House of Representatives, U.S.,
February 9, 2005.

Resolved, That at any time after the adoption of this res-

olution the Speaker may, pursuant to clause 2(b) of rule

XVIII, declare the House resolved into the Committee of the

Whole House on the state of the Union for consideration of

the bill (H.R. 418) to establish and rapidly implement regula-

tions for State driver’s license and identification document se-

curity standards, to prevent terrorists from abusing the asy-

lum laws of the United States, to unify terrorism-related

grounds for inadmissibility and removal, and to ensure expe-

ditious construction of the San Diego border fence. The first

reading of the bill shall be dispensed with. All points of order

against consideration of the bill are waived. General debate

shall be confined to the bill and shall not exceed one hour and

40 minutes, with 40 minutes equally divided and controlled

by the chairman and ranking minority member of the Com-

mittee on the Judiciary; 40 minutes equally divided and con-

trolled by the chairman and ranking minority member of the

Committee on Government Reform; and 20 minutes equally
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divided and controlled by the chairman and ranking minority

member of the Committee on Homeland Security. After gen-

eral debate the Committee of the Whole shall rise without

motion. No further consideration of the bill shall be in order

except pursuant to a subsequent order of the House.
