(2) PROGRAMS DESCRIBED.—The programs de-6

scribed in this paragraph are the medicaid program, 7

the medicare program, the Federal employees health 8

benefits program, the Defense Health Program, the 9

program of medical care furnished by the Secretary 10

of Veterans Affairs, health related programs admin-11

istered by the Indian Health Service, health related 12

programs funded under the Public Health Service 13

Act, and any other Federal health program.

(3) INDIVIDUAL DESCRIBED.—An individual de-15

scribed in this paragraph is an individual who has 16

a conviction for sexual abuse, sexual assault, or any 17

other sexual offense. 18

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—Subsection (a) shall apply to 19

drugs dispensed on or after the date of enactment of this 20
