(b) INDIAN TRIBAL JUSTICE SYSTEMS.—Section 201 4

of the Indian Tribal Justice Act (25 U.S.C. 3621) is 5

amended by striking ‘‘2007’’ each place it appears and 6

inserting ‘‘2010’’.
