1 SECTION 1. LAW ENFORCEMENT REIMBURSEMENT.
2 Section 621(e) of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Re-
3 lief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 5197(e))
4 is amended—

5 (1) by striking “The Director” and inserting
6 the following:

7 “(1) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator’’; and
8 (2) by adding at the end the following:
9 “(2) LAW ENFORCEMENT EXCEPTION.—To the
10 extent that funds are available, the Administrator
