Any reference in a law, map, regulation, document, 2

paper, or other record of the United States to the annex 3

referred to in section 1 shall be deemed to be a reference 4

to the ‘‘William B. Bryant Annex’’. 5

SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATE. 6

This Act takes effect on the date on which William 7

B. Bryant, a senior judge for the United States District 8

Court for the District of Columbia, relinquishes or other-9

wise ceases to hold a position as a judge under article III 10

of the Constitution. 11
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
