For the purpose of this section, the term ‘low-income 4

student’ means a student who— 5

‘‘(A) is eligible to receive a Federal Pell 6

Grant for the fiscal year for which the deter-7

mination is made; or 8

‘‘(B) would otherwise be eligible to receive 9

a Federal Pell Grant for the fiscal year for 10

which the determination is made, except that 11
