Whereas the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services issued

a final Medicare national coverage determination on the
use of erythropoiesis stimulating agents in cancer and re-
lated neoplastic conditions (CAG—000383N) on July 30,
2007;
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Whereas the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services sub-
mitted to the Congress a copy of the national coverage
determination rule, a detailed description of the rule, and

the proposed effective date of the rule;

Whereas 52 Senators and 235 Members of the House of Rep-
resentatives, representing bipartisan majorities in both
chambers, have written to the Centers for Medicare &
Medicaid Services expressing significant concerns with
the proposed national coverage determination on the use
of erythropoiesis stimulating agents in cancer and related
neoplastic conditions, issued on May 14, 2007, regarding
the use of erythropoiesis stimulating agent therapy for

Medicare cancer patients;

Whereas the leading national medical organization rep-
resenting physicians who treat patients with cancer, has
noted that the national coverage determination’s hemo-
elobin level restriction is inconsistent with both the FDA-
approved labeling and national guidelines and that its
dosing and titration regimen restrictions ignore estab-
lished studies, the FDA label, and clinical guidelines and,
therefore, has formally requested that the Centers for
Medicare & Medicaid Services reconsider these restric-

tions;

Whereas the leading national medical organization rep-
resenting physicians who treat patients with disorders af-
fecting the blood and bone marrow, the Nation’s leading
health care services network dedicated exclusively to can-
cer treatment and research, and other national, nonprofit
organizations dedicated to improving patient access to
care have expressed similar concerns over the national
coverage determination and have called for its reconsider-

ation; and
