Activities authorized by sections 510 and 1925 of the 6

Social Security Act shall continue through September 30, 7

2007, in the manner authorized for fiscal year 2006, not-8

withstanding section 1902(e)(1)(A) of such Act, and out 9
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of any money in the Treasury of the United States not 1

otherwise appropriated, there are hereby appropriated 2

such sums as may be necessary for such purpose. Grants 3

and payments may be made pursuant to this authority 4

through the fourth quarter of fiscal year 2007 at the level 5

provided for such activities through the fourth quarter of 6

fiscal year 2006. 7

scription was executed in written (and non-elec-22

tronic) form unless the prescription was executed on 23

a tamper-resistant pad.’’. 24
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(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 1

subsection (a) shall apply to prescriptions executed on or 2

after October 1, 2007. 3
