SEC. 4. EMERGENCY CHILD CARE DEFINED.

Section 102 of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief
and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 5122) is
amended by adding at the end the following:

“(10) EMERGENCY CHILD CARE.—The term
‘emergency child care’ means training, supervision,
recreation, and other services provided for children,
in the event of an act of terrorism, major disaster,
or other emergency, by a private nonprofit facility li-
censed by a State to provide such services.”.
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
