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(a) IN GENERAL.—While maintaining the focus of
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Project Safe Neighborhoods as a comprehensive, strategic

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approach to reducing gun violence in America, the Attor-
ney General is authorized to expand the Project Safe
Neighborhoods program to require each United States at-

torney to—

(1) identify, investigate, and prosecute signifi-
cant criminal street gangs operating within their dis-
trict; and

(2) coordinate the identification, investigation,
and prosecution of criminal street gangs among Fed-
eral, State, and local law enforcement agencies.

(b) ADDITIONAL STAFF FOR PROJECT SAFE NEIGH-

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Attorney General may
hire Assistant United States attorneys, non-attorney
coordinators, or paralegals to carry out the provi-
sions of this section.
