SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Voice of Freedom Act 4

of 2007’’. 5

SEC. 2. PROHIBITION ON CESSATION, DEGRADATION, OR 6

LIMITATION OF BROADCASTING ACTIVITIES. 7

(a) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in subsection 8

(b), the Broadcasting Board of Governors may not cease, 9

degrade, or in any manner limit the quality or reach of 10
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any of its broadcasting activities, including from the Dela-1

no Transmitting Station in Delano, California. 2

(b) EXCEPTION.—The prohibition under subsection 3

(a) shall not apply in the case of a subsequent Act of Con-4

gress that provides for such cessation, degradation, or lim-5

itation. 6
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
