(a) PROGRAM TO BE FUNDED FROM HIGHWAY 5

TRUST FUND.— 6

(1) ESTABLISHMENT OF PROGRAM.—The Sec-7

retary of Transportation shall establish a program 8

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ment for projects that implement continuous bridge 1

monitoring technology. 2

(2) FEDERAL SHARE.—The Federal share of 3

the cost of a project carried out under this section 4

shall not exceed 50 percent.
