SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Long Path Trail Study 4

Act of 2008’’. 5
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SEC. 2. DESIGNATION OF LONG PATH TRAIL FOR STUDY 1

FOR POTENTIAL ADDITION TO THE NA-2

TIONAL TRAILS SYSTEM. 3

(a) DESIGNATION.—Section 5(c) of the National 4

Trails System Act (16 U.S.C. 1244(c)) is amended by 5

adding at the end the following new paragraph: 6

‘‘(l) LONG PATH TRAIL.—The Long Path Trail, a 7

system of 350 miles of trails and potential trails running 8

from Fort Lee, New Jersey, to the Adirondack Mountains 9

in New York.’’. 10

(b) EXPEDITED REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Notwith-11

standing the fourth sentence of section 5(b) of the Na-12

tional Trails System Act (16 U.S.C. 1244(b)), the Sec-13

retary of the Interior shall submit the study required by 14

the amendment made by subsection (a) to Congress not 15

later than two years after the date of the enactment of 16

this Act. 17
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
