SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Jihad Prevention Act’’. 4

SEC. 2. INELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSION FOR ALIENS FAIL-5

ING TO MAKE ATTESTATION. 6

Section 212(a)(3) of the Immigration and Nationality 7

Act (8 U.S.C. 1182(a)(3)) is amended by adding at the 8

end the following: 9
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‘‘(G) SHARIA LAW SYSTEM.—Any alien 1

who fails to attest, in accordance with proce-2

dures specified by the Secretary of Homeland 3

Security, that the alien will not advocate install-4

ing a Sharia law system in the United States 5

is inadmissible.’’. 6

SEC. 3. REVOCATION OF VISAS. 7

Section 221(i) of the Immigration and Nationality 8

Act (8 U.S.C. 1201(i)) is amended by adding at the end 9

the following: ‘‘The visa of any alien advocating the instal-10

lation of a Sharia law system in the United States shall 11

be revoked.’’. 12

SEC. 4. REVOCATION OF NATURALIZATION. 13

Section 340(a) of the Immigration and Nationality 14

Act (8 U.S.C. 1451(a)) is amended by inserting after the 15

first sentence the following: ‘‘Advocating the installation 16

of a Sharia law system in the United States shall con-17

stitute a ground for revocation of a person’s naturalization 18

under this subsection.’’. 19
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
