FOR INCOME VERIFICATION PURPOSES FOR

(a) USE OF INFORMATION IN NATIONAL DIRECTORY OF
NEW HIRES.—Chapter 53 of title 38, United States Code,
18 amended by adding at the end the following new section:
“§5320. Use of National Directory of New Hires for in-

come verification purposes

“(a) INFORMATION FRrROM NATIONAL DIRECTORY OF
NEw HIRES.—(1) The Secretary shall furnish to the Sec-
retary of Health and Human Services information in the
custody of the Secretary on individuals under the age of
65 who are applicants for or recipients of benefits or serv-
wees specified in subsection (d) for comparison with infor-
mation on such individuals in the National Directory of
New Huires maintained by the Secretary of Health and
Human Services pursuant to section 453 of the Social Secu-
rity Act (42 U.S.C. 653). The Secretary shall furnish the
mformation on a quarterly basis or at such other intervals
as may be determined by the Secretary.

“(2) The Secretary shall furnish information under
paragraph (1) with respect to any individual only if doing
so 18 essential to determine the individual’s eligibility for
benefits and services specified in subsection (d) or the
amount of benefits specified in paragraphs (1), (2), and (4)
of subsection (d), to which the individual is entitled.

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“(3)(A) The Secretary of Health and Human Services

to be reasonable (and shall include payment for the costs
of obtaining, verifying, maintaining, and comparing the
mformation,).

“(b) NOTIFICATION TO BENEFICIARIES.—The Sec-
retary shall notify each applicant for, or recipient of, a ben-
efit or service specified in subsection (d) that income infor-
mation furnished by the applicant to the Secretary may
be compared with information obtained by the Secretary
from the Secretary of Health and Human Services under
subsection (a). The Secretary shall periodically transmit to
recipients of such benefits additional notices under this sub-
section.

“(c) INDEPENDENT VERIFICATION REQUIRED.—The
Secretary may terminate, deny, suspend, or reduce any ben-
efit or service described in subsection (d) by reason of infor-
mation obtained from the Secretary of Health and Human
Services under subsection (a) only if the Secretary takes ap-
propriate steps to verify independently information relating
to employment and income from employment.
