Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2
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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Dog and Cat Fur Pro-2

hibition Enforcement Act’’. 3

SEC. 2. PROHIBITING ANY CAT OR DOG FUR PRODUCT 4

FROM BEING IMPORTED, EXPORTED, MANU-5

FACTURED, SOLD, OR ADVERTISED IN THE 6

UNITED STATES. 7

(a) DOMESTIC CAT.—Section 308(a)(1) of the Tariff 8

Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. 1308(a)(1)) is amended by strik-9

ing ‘‘Felis catus’’ and inserting ‘‘Felis silvestris catus (or 10

any species commonly known as a domestic cat)’’. 11

(b) DOMESTIC DOG AND RACCOON DOG.—Section 12

308(a)(5) of such Act (19 U.S.C. 1308(a)(5)) is amended 13

by striking ‘‘Canis familiaris’’ and inserting the following: 14

‘‘Canis lupus familiaris (or any species commonly known 15

as a domestic dog) or of any animal of the species 16

Nyctereutes procyonoides (or any species commonly known 17

as a raccoon dog)’’. 18

SEC. 3. REQUIRING LABELING OF ALL FUR PRODUCTS. 19

Section 2(d) of the Fur Products Labeling Act (15 20

U.S.C. 69(d)) is amended by striking ‘‘; except that’’ and 21

all that follows through ‘‘contained therein’’. 22

SEC. 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. 23

The amendments made by sections 2 and 3 shall take 24

effect 90 days after the date of enactment of this Act. 25
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
