“9. (a) A bill or joint resolution that amends existing
law may not be received or considered in the House unless
the Member, Delegate, or Resident Commissioner pre-
senting such measure also presents an electronic version
of a comparative print of any part of the bill or joint reso-
lution proposing to amend any statute and of the statute
or part thereof proposing to be amended, showing by ap-
propriate typographical devices the omissions and inser-
tions proposed.

“(b) The Clerk shall post on his Internet website the
electronic version of each comparative print presented
under paragraph (a) as soon as practicable after it is pre-
sented.”.
