SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Government Fleet Fuel 4

Economy Act of 2007’’. 5

SEC. 2. FEDERAL FLEET FUEL ECONOMY. 6

Section 32917 of title 49, United States Code, is 7

amended by adding at the end the following: 8

‘‘(c) NEW VEHICLES.— 9
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‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-1

graph (2), each passenger vehicle purchased, or 2

leased for at least 60 consecutive days, by an execu-3

tive agency after the date of the enactment of the 4

Government Fleet Fuel Economy Act of 2007 shall 5

be as fuel efficient as possible. 6

‘‘(2) WAIVER.—An executive agency may sub-7

mit a written request to Congress for a waiver of the 8

requirement under paragraph (1) in an emergency 9

situation.’’. 10
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
