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SEC. 2. INCLUSION OF BARBITURATES AND
BENZODIAZEPINES AS COVERED PART D
DRUGS BEGINNING IN 2008.
Section 1860D-2(e)(2)(A) of the Social Security Act
(42 U.S.C. 1395w—=102(e)(2)(A)) is amended by inserting
“and, beginning in 2008, other than subparagraphs (I)
(relating to barbiturates) and (J) (relating to benzodiaze-
pines) of such section’ after “agents)”.
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
