(1) by inserting ‘‘(1)’’ after ‘‘(b)’’; 9

‘‘(2)(A) Except as provided in subparagraph (B), the 13

Court may not review the schedule of ratings for disabil-14

ities adopted under section 1155 of this title or any action 15

of the Secretary in adopting or revising that schedule. 16

‘‘(B) The Court may review whether, and the extent 17

to which, the schedule of ratings for disabilities complies 18

with applicable requirements of chapter 11 of this title.’’. 19
