The SPEAKER OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
SIR: In accordance with provisions of Public Law 104–208, the

Omnibus Consolidated Appropriations Act of 1997, I hereby request
and make available appropriations of $7,681,000, including
$323,000 that was previously made available but not needed, for
the Department of the Treasury from the Treasury Counter-Terror-
ism Fund. These funds would reimburse the Department of the
Treasury for unanticipated expenditures incurred as a result of Se-
cret Service counter-terrorism support, including support provided
for the United Nations Special Drug Session in New York and the
World Energy Council meetings in Houston, Texas, as well as the
terrorism-related security needs of the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco
and Firearms.

I designate the $7,681,000 made available today as an emergency
requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A) of the Balanced Budg-
et and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, as amended.

The details of this action are set forth in the enclosed letter from
the Director of the Office of Management and Budget. I concur
with his comments and observations.
