So I'm going to be—I'm going to be very
interested to see how the hearings unfold and
what arguments people would give against
the person who has plainly devoted his life
to bringing babies into the world in a healthy
and happy condition and then try to make
sure they live successful lives, that they do
not have children prematurely, that they do
not engage in the kind of conduct that’s
caused so much trouble in our society today.
I'm impressed with his career and with his
record, and | think he’ll do well.

These rescissions, when combined with
other discretionary savings proposals con-
tained in the FY 1996 Budget, will reduce
FY 1995 budgetary resources by $2.4 billion.

The proposed rescissions affect the De-
partments of Agriculture, Commerce, Edu-
cation, Health and Human Services, Housing
and Urban Development, Labor, and Trans-
portation; the Environmental Protection
Agency; the National Aeronautics and Space
Administration; the Small Business Adminis-
tration; the Chemical Safety and Hazard In-
vestigation Board; and the National Science
Foundation.
