By the President of the United States 
of America 

A Proclamation 
Children thrive in loving families where 

they are taught, nurtured, and comforted. By 
spending time with our children and stress-
ing the importance of making the right 
choices, parents and other family members 
help them develop into confident, successful 
individuals. 

Families can help secure a healthy tomor-
row for their children by providing guidance, 
staying involved, and serving as role models. 
I am committed to supporting strong families 
and strong marriages to help ensure that 
every child grows up in a safe, loving family. 
Statistics show that children from two-parent 
families are less likely to end up in poverty, 
drop out of school, become addicted to 
drugs, have a child out of wedlock, suffer 
abuse, or become a violent criminal. Because 
stable families should be the central goal of 
American welfare policy, I have proposed 
spending up to $300 million a year to find 
the most effective programs to strengthen 
marriage. 

Parents play a critical role in discouraging 
harmful behavior such as experimenting with 
alcohol, drugs, and tobacco. Research shows 
that teens often listen to their parents when 
it comes to decisions about harmful sub-
stances and risky behaviors. Regular family 
activities provide opportunities for parents to 
communicate important messages and en-
hance their relationships with their children. 
Recent studies from the National Center on 
Addiction and Substance Abuse at Columbia 
University found that teens from families 
who eat dinner together were less likely to 
use illegal drugs, alcohol, and cigarettes, 
while teenagers who rarely eat dinner with 
their parents were more likely to engage in 
these unhealthy activities. 

Families and all Americans can act to-
gether to educate our youth about the dan-

gers of drugs and alcohol and help them grow 
into healthy, responsible, compassionate citi-
zens. In order to ensure a brighter future 
for our Nation, and safe, healthy, and happy 
lives for our children, our children must learn 
that avoiding harmful substances is an ongo-
ing responsibility. As we work to educate our 
next generation about making healthy 
choices, we renew our commitment to the 
American family. 

Now, Therefore, I, George W. Bush, 
President of the United States of America, 
by virtue of the authority vested in me by 
the Constitution and laws of the United 
States, do hereby proclaim September 22, 
2003, as Family Day. I call upon the people 
of the United States to observe this day by 
engaging in activities to strengthen the rela-
tionships between parents and children and 
help fight against substance abuse and risky 
behaviors. 

In Witness Whereof, I have hereunto set 
my hand this twenty-eighth day of August, 
in the year of our Lord two thousand three, 
and of the Independence of the United 
States of America the two hundred and twen-
ty-eighth.

Memorandum on Assistance for 
Voluntary Population Planning 
August 29, 2003

Memorandum for the Secretary of State

Subject: Assistance for Voluntary Population 
Planning

On March 28, 2001, I issued a memo-
randum for the Administrator of the United 
States Agency for International Develop-
ment (USAID) directing that certain condi-
tions be placed on assistance for family plan-
ning activities provided to foreign non-
governmental organizations by USAID. 

Because family planning grants are award-
ed by the Department of State outside of 
USAID as well as through USAID, you are 
hereby directed to extend the requirements 
of the March 28, 2001, memorandum to all 
assistance for voluntary population planning 
furnished to foreign nongovernmental orga-
nizations and appropriated pursuant to the 
Foreign Assistance Act, whether such assist-
ance is furnished by USAID or any other bu-
reau, office, or component of the Depart-
ment of State. 

As set forth in the March 28, 2001, memo-
randum, this policy applies to certain assist-
ance provided to foreign nongovernmental 
organizations. Such organizations do not in-
clude multilateral organizations that are asso-
ciations of governments. This policy shall not 
apply to foreign assistance furnished pursu-
ant to the United States Leadership Against 
HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis, and Malaria Act of 
2003 (Public Law 108–25). 

The foregoing directive is issued consistent 
with the authority vested in me by the Con-
stitution and laws of the United States of 
America, including sections 104 and 104A of 

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as 
amended. 

You are authorized and directed to publish 
this memorandum in the Federal Register.
