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in Chief and Chief Executive. In addition,
these actions are consistent with Public Law
107-40. As I stated in my previous reports,
it is not possible to know at this time either
the duration of combat operations or the
scope and duration of the deployment of U.S.
Armed Forces necessary to counter the ter-
rorist threat to the United States. I will direct
additional measures as necessary to exercise
our right to self-defense and to protect
United States citizens and interests. Such
measures may include short notice deploy-
ments of special operations and other forces
for sensitive operations in various locations
throughout the world.

I am providing this report as part of my
efforts to keep the Congress informed, con-
sistent with the War Powers Resolution and
Public Law 107-40. Officials of my Adminis-
tration and I have been communicating regu-
larly with the leadership and other Members
of Congress, and we will continue to do so.
I appreciate the continuing support of the
Congress in our efforts to protect the security
of the United States of America and its citi-
zens, civilian and military, here and abroad.
